Thank you for taking time out of your busy schedule this past week to meet with me (and my colleagues) to discuss issues that impact the profession of occupational therapy. 

We discussed the Medicare Outpatient Therapy Caps legislation, Medicare Access to Rehabilitation Services Act of 2013 (S.367/H.R.713), which seeks to repeal the outpatient therapy caps that limit access to medically necessary rehabilitation services such as occupational therapy.  We also discussed the Occupational Therapy in Mental Health Act (H.R 1067) which would include occupational therapy in the federal definition of “behavioral and mental health professionals” in the National Health Services Corps.  Support of these issues will make a difference for occupational therapy practitioners and their clients back home, your constituents, and the communities you represent.

If I can provide any additional information about these issues or any other occupational therapy related issues, please do not hesitate to contact me.  Again, thank you for your time, consideration, and all the hard work that you do, and I appreciate your consideration of these issues.
