I would like to schedule an appointment with you on September 30th any time after 1:30 p.m. to discuss issues of importance to occupational therapy professionals including:

· Medicare Part B Outpatient Therapy Caps - Urge support for the Medicare Access to Rehabilitation Services Act of 2013 (S.367/H.R.713) seeking to repeal the outpatient therapy caps that limit access to medically necessary rehabilitation services including occupational therapy. 

· Occupational Therapy in mental health practice – discussing the role of occupational therapy in meeting the needs of people with mental health and substance abuse disorders and urge recognition of occupational therapists as behavioral and mental health professionals under the National Health Service Corps. (HR. 1037)
· Support for Rehabilitation research at NIH – seek support for the Rehabilitation Improvement Act (S. 1027); a bill to improve, coordinate, and enhance rehabilitation research at the National Center for Medical Rehabilitation Research (NCMRR) at NIH.

· Funding for Special Education – discuss the impact of federal special education funding cuts on the ability to provide services to students with disabilities.
